DUTY OF CARE STATEMENT 
 
  

The parish of FLOREAT/WEMBLEY has a duty of care to children attending the after school 
Parish Religious Education Programme.  Your children are in the care of responsible adults who have a 
‘Working with children card’.  Our parish catechists are dedicated volunteers who also have family or other 
commitments after classes.  We therefore, thank you in anticipation of your support and co-operation. 
 
 
Your child’s safety and well being are most important and we seek your support and co-operation. 
 

 

 Classes are held during the first and second terms of the school year on Wednesday afternoons from  
4.00pm – 5.00pm taking in 10 weeks of lessons. 
 

 Classes start at 4.00pm so all children must be dropped off by 4.00pm. Should your child arrive before 
4.00pm and there is no catechist to supervise, it is your responsibility to supervise your child until such 
time as a catechist arrives. The child must stay with you during this time.  
 

 We ask that you collect your child/children promptly at 5.00pm. 
 

 It is the parent’s responsibility to drop off and pick up their child/children, if you are delayed in picking 
up your child, then you should make alternative arrangements. 

   
 In cases of emergency contact the Parish Secretary on 9387 1158. 

  
 As a safety precaution we ask that you follow the protocol of the parking area and  

enter via PEEBLES ROAD and exit via GRANTHAM STREET. 
 

 It is your responsibility to ensure that your child attends classes. If your child is unable to attend then 
you should contact the Parish Secretary.
